SPAY-NEUTER INFORMATION

REQUIREMENTS PRIOR TO SURGERY

Vaccinations must be current or updated at time of admission for surgery.

  Dogs:  Rabies and Bordetella required, DA2P-CPV recommended

  Cats:   Rabies required, FVRCP recommended

Pets must be free of external parasites or treated at the time of admission.

A surgical release form must be completed and signed by the owner/agent.

ALL PETS PRESENTED FOR SPAY – NEUTER WILL RECEIVE:

Pre-surgical Examination

Anesthesia

Spay- Neuter Procedure itself and Surgical Supplies Required

Oral antibiotics and pain medication to go home, as well as an Elizabethan collar if needed to prevent chewing of sutures.  In addition to being much more humane, pain relief is shown to minimize immune suppression (which can lead to post-surgical infection), shortens wound-healing time, and hastens return of appetite.

Surgical Recovery and Suture Removal (if required) in 14 days.

ADDITIONAL OPTIONS AVAILABLE


There are many “optional” surgical care services that can be provided for your pet to make it more comfortable and ensure the highest level of safety we can provide.  Phone-shopped services offer the basic service requested at the lowest possible fee.  Many clients do not understand the seriousness of veterinary surgery.  We feel it is important and suggest you request they be performed at the same time for the safety and comfort of you pet.  The request for these additional services will allow us to practice the highest level of quality veterinary care available today.

PRE-SURGICAL LAB SCREENING


The blood analysis provides us with more in-depth information on the health status of your pet before surgery.  These are the same blood tests routinely performed in human medicine.

TEETH SCALING AND POLISHING


It is more cost effective to perform any needed dental prophy procedures when the pet is already sedated for another procedure.  You save the cost of sedation for the dental prophy since the pet is already sedated.  A clean mouth decreases the chances of infection after the surgery.

There are other options that can be done at a reduced cost since no additional anesthesia would be required.  These services include:

AFTER CARE


1.  Finish all antibiotics and pain medications sent home.


2.  Do not bathe or allow swimming until after suture removal.

3. Return for suture removal (if required) in 14 days.  There is no charge for    suture removal unless sedation is required.

COMPLICATIONS


We make every effort to avoid complications, but surgical complications are always a possibility with any procedures.  Complications might include infection, wound dehiscence (breakdown), or sutures chewed out by the pet.  The owner is responsible for any and all charges resulting from any complication of the surgical procedure.
